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Subject: Color corruption in live video in 24-bit display modes

Running in a 24-bit display mode (16 million colors) can cause color corruption when displaying live video with Captivator PCI in overlay mode. The live video might have a green or purple hue. This problem is generic to all BT848-based capture cards. 


The recommended workaround is to change to a 16-bit display mode (65,536 colors). Running in 8-bit (256 colors) or in 16-bit display modes also increases Captivator PCI's performance.
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
