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User’s of Disney multimedia applications within Windows 3.1/3.11 may experience slight graphics corruption or error messages.  The problem has one of two causes, dependent on which Disney title is being used.





Three Disney titles are discussed below.  Any similar problems with other Disney titles will almost certainly be solved by using the same workarounds.





N.B. In using the following workarounds, when you restart windows you will always get the message :

Problem





The characters become distorted when animating.





Solution





Within the file ‘SYSTEM.INI’ located in your Windows directory, locate the ‘Drivers’ section and replace the entry ‘vidc.mrle=vlrle.drv’, with the entry ‘vidc.mrle=msrle.drv’.

Explanation





Both ‘Winnie The Pooh And The Honey Tree’ and ‘The Lion King’ use encoded video to display character animation.  The video has been encoded using a codec known as RLE.  The VideoLogic Windows 3.1/3.11 drivers replace the standard RLE coded with an enhanced version.  Following the steps detailed above reverts the system back to using the original codec.








Aladdin





Problem





When a clip from a movie is to be played, Windows reports an error with MSTASK.





Solution





Within the file ‘SYSTEM.INI’ located in your Windows directory, locate the ‘Drivers’ section and find the entry ‘dci=c:\win31\vl700\vlsscale’.  Simply precede this line with a semicolon.

Explanation





The problem is solved by disabling DCI.  DCI is a technique used by windows to enhance the quality and functionality of Video for Windows.  Disabling DCI will disable the functionality of other applications such as VideoLogic’s SmartScale.  To re-enable DCI simply delete the semicolon that preceded the ‘dci=…..’ statement.
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
