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A number of issues have arised from people who are using Microsoft Plus with their old Windows 3.1/3.11 graphics drivers which are 16 bit. Microsoft Plus requires 32 bit drivers if you are to take advantage of all the visual enhancements that are offered.



Below is a table of Microsoft Plus features and their suitability to 16 bit graphics drivers.

It is advised that if a graphical problem occurs within Win 95/ MS Plus and Windows 3.1 (16 bit) drivers are installed, then as the first stage of tracking down the problem, the user disables the visual enhancements offered within MS Plus and checks to see if the problem still persists.
