GrafixStar 400’s with a 1.2 version of the BIOS or earlier when running version 1.0 of the Windows 95 drivers may experience two problems -





Problem 1 - On Windows 95 startup, only the icons and possibly a mouse cursor may be visible upon a black background. If the desktop is set up to display tiled wallpaper then this may also be partially visible.





Problem 2 - The PC hangs when running an application in a DOS session that attempts to display a VESA mode.





To rectify either problem download Patch 112 which contains an updated Virtual Device Driver (VXD).
