GrafixStar 400 GrafixMAX v4.3.0 Windows 95 drivers are no longer supplied with the generic S3 24bit driver. This driver allowed users of older GrafixStar 400 drivers to run Windows 95 in 24bit colour depth in 640x480. At this point the generic S3 driver was used, even though the VideoLogic GrafixStar 400 driver was installed.


Under Windows 95 OEM Service Release 2, this 24bit driver no longer works. When 24bit colour depth is selected, Windows 95 will restart with a blank screen. 


S3 have dropped support for the 24bit colour depth driver and no longer supply it with their generic S3 Trio 64V+ drivers. Therefore it is unlikely that S3 will provide a new version of the 24bit driver which fixes this problem.


VideoLogic has decided to drop the 24bit support from the GrafixStar 400 drivers to ensure integrity throughout all releases of Windows 95.


32bit display modes are not affected by this problem, as the 32bit drivers are supplied by VideoLogic.
