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Subject: Sticky mouse in Windows 3.1

On some PCs, GrafixStar 400 can cause a “sticky mouse” under Windows 3.1. The scroll bar button gets stuck down when scrolling through documents in applications such as Microsoft Word 6 or the mouse gets stuck when selecting text. This problem can be reduced by switching Busthrottle on, which puts a throttle on the writes between the RAMDAC and the Bus. 


To fix the sticky mouse problem, install a new version of the GrafixStar 400 driver file, provided as Patch 243. To install it, exit Windows 3.1 to DOS, copy the vls3765.drv file provided in Patch 243 over the existing file in your Windows\System directory. Restart Windows and open your SYSTEM.INI file to add the following entry to the [VideoLogic SVGA] section:


BusThrottle=on


Save the changes to SYSTEM.INI and restart Windows.
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
